My Reflections of Extravaganza 2009, By Jenelle Sellers, This was the theme for this year 's Youth Minister Network
convention.

As | boarded the plane in Austin, | was definitely nervous. | was shifting - shifting from my familiar to an unknown. My little bubble
in this world provides me comfort, support, love, understanding, and acceptance. At that moment, however, my world became new --
New Orleans, new people, new information, new everything. Yeah, | was nervous.

As | stood in line waiting for the shuttle to take me to the hotel, | heard a friendly voice asking a simple question - “ Which hotel
are you going to? ” | turned to find a smiling face, and, warily, | answered “The Sheraton”. She smiled again and a new friendship
was formed.

Laurie Line is a pastor in San Diego, California. At check-in, Laurie giggled at the thought of staying on the 38th floor. As we
stepped outside after dinner she stopped and stared in awe at the hotel towers on Canal Street. It seems San Diego doesn 't have
tall buildings. (Hmmm, perhaps | 'm not the only one going through a shift. )

On Wednesday at the Intensive Care Course, “Jesus Justice Jazz Prep Course ”, | found many more people shifting. Many of us
have never attended an ELCA Youth Gathering and we wanted to be prepared for this summer. Kathy Hunstad imparted her infinite
wisdom upon us -

“ Expect the unexpected. Go with the flow.” WHAT?! | came all this way and I'm not going to receive personal on-the-job-training?
I'm not going to be taken by the hand and personally led, step-by-step, through some awesome youth minister preparation curricu-
lum? (Uh oh, I'm nervous again. )

By Thursday morning, | had a few more new friends and my nerves had once again been assuaged. The tour of the convention
center, the Superdome, and the 9th District proved to be not only very informative but also very inspirational.

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From the Property Committee

A HUGE THANK YOU to everyone for your outstanding support and efforts at our “Pond Party”! As Pastor noted last
Sunday, LOLLC is an amazing congregation; this was clearly confirmed last week with all of the hard work on the Reten-
tion ponds.

First, we would like to give a big grateful acknowledgement to all the members who graciously brought food and drinks to
feed our “pond party” volunteers. As always, your food was delicious. An additional thank you to the members who
served the food and cleaned up the café afterwards. You are our unsung heroes!

Some members, who had other commitments for Sunday, came during the previous week to begin removing the weeds
from the filtration pond’s sandy bottom. One member brought his regular landscaping work crew with him on Satur-
day. Another member even brought his Mother, who was visiting from Michigan, with him during the week. We also
had a terrific turnout for the planned work day on Sunday. Everyone’s team-work and cooperation were simply amazing
and heartwarming.

As a result of everyone’s hard efforts, we accomplished several more tasks than had been originally planned. For Sun-
day afternoon, the Property Committee’s primary objective was to clear all vegetation from the filtration pond’s sandy
floor. The removal of all vegetation from this area was required by City of Austin’'s (COA) code. In addition to that major
task, we resolved several of our other retention pond’s violations.

- The secondary Overflow Pond was cleared of all debris, and the vegetation was trimmed back to less than 18
inches in height.

- The secondary Overflow Pond outlet was clean and restored back to design operating conditions.

- The Filtration Pond outlet was cleaned and extended to meet COA'’s code.

- The dead trees were removed from the secondary Overflow Pond’s berm.

- The Sedimentation Pond’s inlet was cleared of trash, an unwelcomed “volunteer” tree, and lots of
weeds. The erosion issues were also resolved in this area.

Again, the amount of high quality work was amazing and a great blessing in restoring the retention pond areas to meet
the COA’s Code Requirements for our re-inspection.

In addition to resolving numerous code violations, some of our members ran a temporary PVC water line over to the re-
tention pond. This PVC line will be most beneficial. The new irrigation line has been connected to the existing line that
already had irrigation bubblers to many of the trees that LOLLC had to plant for COA’s “re-vegetation” requirement. Until
now, the existing irrigation line was run to these “re-vegetation” trees, but no water source was ever completed. We will
also be able to divert this new water source to a faucet by the filtration retention pond. This new water source will elimi-
nate the arduous task of carrying water from the church’s parking lot all the way down beyond the filtration pond. This
new water source will really come in handy because we have “re-vegetation” trees that need to be replaced because the
original trees died during our prolonged 1 ¥ year drought.

So what remains to pass our retention pond’s re-inspection by the City of Austin? In one word----GRASS.

Except for the filtration pond’s sandy floor, the retention ponds need to be covered in grass/vegetation. The floor of the
sedimentation pond needs to be covered in grass with no large bald spots. The tops of the berms around the sedimen-
tation and filtration pond ----- and the secondary overflow pond need to also be covered in grass. By code requirements,
we are required to have 6 inches of soil on top of the pond liner for the grass roots to grow into. Instead, we have nu-
merous areas where the pond liner is presently showing! We are in the process of examining cost-effective solutions
that are also permanent solutions. Our summer irrigation bills also feed into this solution. Most of our money, labor, and
focus will be on the initial sedimentation/filtration pond.

We will probably need two (maybe three) more work days to complete the City of Austin’s “lack of grass” viola-

tion. Once we weigh our options for getting grass to grow on the ponds again---------- factoring in our 17 hungry deer, the
soil temperature requirement for grass germination, the cost of sod vs. seed, the cost of resolving the inadequate depth
of soil on top of the banks vs. the additional cost of irrigation to keep grass alive with inadequate soil depth ----we will
bring our solution to you. At that point, we will need your help again to accomplish this last task to pass the re-
inspection.

Again, on behalf of the Property Committee, a hearty thank you for the blessings of your time and talents.
